Remembering PDG James Wheeler

District 2-T1 lost one of its finest with the passing of PDG James Wheeler last month.
Lion James was a devoted member of Lions International for 52 years. A member of
the Amarillo-Tascosa Lions Club, Lion James served as Governor for District 2-T1in
1964-65. He also served District 2-T1 as chair of numerous committees, Zone Chair
and Club President. He was a hard-working advocate for the District Eye Bank, the
Texas Lions Camp and many other projects.

His many years of service led to a Lifetime membership in Lions International and Texa
Lions Camp, election to the Lions Club Texas Hall of Fame, a Melvin Jones Fellowship,
and many other awards.

Lion James served his country with honor, serving in the Army infantry and Air Corps
from 1940 to 1945. He was awarded a Bronze Star for valor and a Purple Heart with
oak leaf cluster. Lion James was a life member of VFW Post 1475.
